For the
pulp fan, this means the pulp magazines, their forerunners (story papers, dime novels, and nickel weeklies) and the
complementary forms of stage melodramas, motion pictures, serials, and old-time radio.My prior posting gave an
overview of the most recent three issues published. This update looks at the latest issue, a huge special issue doneto
catch up on delays, clocking in at 300 pages.

For hero pulp fans, | think thisis
important, as there existed characters in these works like Nick Carter, the Man in the Black Cloak, and the various
detective, western, and boy inventor characters who predate the pulp heroes.We get areprint of pulp editor Robert
A.W. Lowndes advice to budding pulp authors. This editor worked for Columbia, which was a low-rent pulp house
that actually lasted to around 1960.Two pulp fiction reprints take up about half the magazine. Thefirst is The Last
Passenger by James B. Connelly, and seemed inspired by the Titanic tragedy. The second is novel from a 1918 All-
Story Weekly, The Strange Case of Cavendish by Randall Parrish.If you dont subscribe to this excellent magazine, do
so now. Itswell worth your while. The next issue is the summer issue, as the magazine will now be quarterly, and
should be out now.

The largest singleissue of afanzine ever published, this Specia Edition has three times the pages of a normal Blood
'n' Thunder (less those that would go toward duplicating ads and front matter, of course). Among the departments
you'll find a preview of PulpFest 2014; coverage of a 1936 movie adapting Fred Maclssac's Dime Detective character
The Rambler; an essay on the first serial adapted from a comic strip, 1934's Tailspin Tommy; and advice from noted
SF editor Robert "Doc" Lowndes on cracking the pul p-magazine market. Feature articles cover a number of favorite
characters, including Doc Savage and G-8. Rick Lai examines Will Murray's "heresy" of challenging Philip Jose
Farmer's Wold Netwon universein hislatest Doc Savage novel, Skull Island. Scholar Nathan Madison is on hand with
afascinating treatise on "Yellow Peril" pulp fiction. Larry Latham joins BnT's Writers Brigade with a survey of dime
novels and nickel weeklies that became full-fledged pulp magazines. Film historian Richard W. Bann returns with a
behind-the-scenes ook at the production of 1941's The Maltese Falcon, and BnT editor Ed Hulse revisits the Thirties
film appearances of The Shadow with newly uncovered information on the 1931-32 Universal featurettes that
introduced the character to moviegoers. Thereis afacsimile reprint of a novelette from arare early issue of The
Popular Magazine. Finally, as a bonus, thisissue includes an entire book-length novel (85,000 words) first published
in 1918 issues of All-Story Weekly: Randall Parrish's eerie adventure The Strange Case of Cavendish, which was
made into a 1919 cliffhanger serial titled The Lion Man.
